Please refer to our letter RPCD.Stat.BC.No. 40/11.01.01/2002-03 dated October 31, 2002
advisng you to submit the return on Priority Sector Advances on annud bass as on the
last reporting Friday of March and discontinue the submisson of the return for the period
ending September effective from the period ended September 2002.

The Reserve Bank has been reviewing the peformance of the banks in lending to
agriculture and has been emphasizing the need for taking gppropriate steps for achieving
the target s0 as to ensure increased flow of credit to the agricultural sector in a time
bound manner. It is however, observed that in the case of many banks, advances to
agriculture as percentage of Net Bank Credit has been low. The low percentage of
lending to agriculture has been viewed serioudy by the Standing Committee on Finance
of the Parliament.



Accordingly, to effectively monitor the agriculturd lending by the banks, you are advised
to furnish data on priority sector lending (hard copy) on a quarterly basis (as on the last
reporting Friday of each quarter) to Rurd Planning and Credit Department, Centra
Office in the enclosad format within a fortnight from the end of the particular
quarter. The data for the quarter ended December 2003 (as on the last reporting Friday)
may be forwarded to usimmediately.

However, public sector and private sector banks shadl continue to submit the sector-wise
provisona data on priority sector advances on hdf-yearly basis as on the last reporting
Friday of March and September every year in the prescribed format.
